WHAT IS RESPONDUS LOCKDOWN BROWSER?

Respondus LockDown Browser is a customized browser
that increases the security of online testing in Moodle.
When students use Respondus LockDown Browser to
access a quiz, they are unable to print, copy, go to another
URL, access other applications, or close a quiz until it is
submitted for grading.

Respondus LockDown Browser works much like a standard
browser, but some options have been removed or work
differently. The list below highlights some of these
differences.

MOODLE MODULE FOR LOCKDOWN BROWSER

Respondus LockDown Browser integrates with Moodle using a
Moodle module (Moodle modules are installed by the Moodle
administrator). With the Moodle module installed, you can
follow these steps to set up a quiz for use with Respondus
LockDown Browser.

1. Using a standard web browser, login to your Moodle course
as an instructor.

2. Select Quizzes.
3. Navigate to the quiz and select Update this Quiz.

4. Scroll down to the Respondus LockDown Browser section.

5. Select the appropriate Require LockDown Browser for
quiz or Require LockDown Browser for quiz feedback
and results checkbox.

7. The quiz will now require students to use Respondus
LockDown Browser. (To remove this requirement, deselect
the Require LockDown Browser checkboxes.)

INSTALLING RESPONDUS LOCKDOWN BROWSER

Respondus LockDown Browser must be installed to each
computer being used to take a quiz. Follow the instructions
below to install the Windows or Macintosh version of
Respondus LockDown Browser.
